He also
participated in Satyagraha as one of the foremost satyagrahis. He was one of
the votaries of Gandhi’s concept of gram swarajya. After Gandhiji’s
martyrdom, Vinoba Bhave undertook padyatra to spread Gandhiji’s message
covered almost the entire country. Once, when he was delivering a lecture at
Pochampalli in Andhra Pradesh, some poor landless villagers demanded
some land for their economic well-being.
