We have so far looked at what caste does to politics, but it does

not mean that there is only a one-way relation between caste and

politics. Politics too influences the caste system and caste identities

by bringing them into the political arena. Thus, it is not politics that

gets caste-ridden, it is the caste that gets politicised.
